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The Idaho Standards Achievement
Test (ISAT) is a test in mathematics,
reading and language usage delivered by
computer to students.

The I.S.A.T. is an adaptive test,
meaning that the difficulty of the test is
adjusted to the student’s performance.
The difficulty of each question is based
on how well the student has answered the
questions up to that point. As the student
answers correctly, the questions become
more dificult. If the student answers
incorrectly, the questions become less
difficult. This means that each student
receives a test which is personalized to
him or her. A student who takes the tests
more than once will not have any test
items repeated.

The I.S.A.T is given to students
normally in the fall and spring, but a mid
year test may also be given in January. The
test items are designed to test students in
the basic concepts aligned with those
identified as Idaho standards.

According to Legislative decree, high
school sophomores will be required to pass
the I.S.A.T. before they can graduate.
